GRILLING SEASON CHEESECAKE
The USDA (United States Department of Agriculture) Courtesy of the Miromar Lakes Culinary Team
recommends these safe minimum internal temperatures for
cooked foods: Ingredients:
Steaks  145°F _ 1 cup Graham Cracker Crumbs 1/2 tsp. Vanilla Extract
Fish  145°F = 2 ths. Melted Butter 6 Eggs
Ground Beef  160° F 2 Ibs. Cream Cheese 1/8 cup Chambord*
Chicken Breasts  165° F 12 oz. Condensed Milk 1/2 pint fresh Raspberries
Whole Poultry ~ 165° F

When cooking any of the above internal temperatures should
be held for at least 15 seconds.

Place graham cracker crumbs in a bowl, add melted butter and mix. Place mix on bottom
of spring pan. Whip the cream cheese until soft, add condensed milk and vanilla extract.

raspberries. Stir in, just enough to create color swirls. Place in springform pan; place in
hot water bath and bake at 350 degrees for approximately one hour or until set (test with
a toothpick; if it comes out dry, the cheesecake is cooked). Take out of water bath and
cool at room temperature. Place in refrigerator overnight. Remove spring pan ring the
next day. When serving, slices can be decorated with cream and fresh berries.
